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Checklist for evaluating your current hoobuy spreadsheet: Does it include all necessary Hoobuy data fields? Are formulas correctly calculating costs including fees and shipping? Is the data formatting consistent across all columns? Do you have automated backup procedures in place? Can multiple team members access and update the hoobuy spreadsheet simultaneously? Is there a clear documentation of the structure and processes? If you answer no to any of these questions, prioritize addressing that gap in your product tracker setup to ensure maximum effectiveness and reliability.

Troubleshooting guide for common purchasing sheet issues: If formulas return errors, check for text-formatted numbers or missing references. If sorting produces unexpected results, verify that all data in the sort column uses the same format. If filter results seem incomplete, ensure there are no blank rows within your data range. If file performance degrades, consider splitting a very large hoobuy spreadsheet into multiple linked files or removing unused formatting. These solutions address the majority of technical problems that Hoobuy users encounter with their inventory sheet.
